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Abstract

First and second year students at the School of Information and Telecommunication Engineering at Tokai University are
required to enroll in reading and writing classes. One component of these classes asks students to select and read a graded
reader of their choice, and then, write a short summary and discuss the contents of the book with classmates every week. This
paper examines the results of an end of the semester questionnaire asking learners about their experiences from the course. The
findings indicate that students in higher level classes not only read more challenging books, but also spent more time on their
homework. Second year students also reported reading more pages than the previous year, and approximately half of them felt

that reading English books had become easier than before.
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
